From the design, planning, and con-
struction of improvement projects to infrastructure maintenance and management plan reviews, they ensure
the city’s infrastructure remains efficient and reliable. They conduct engineering construction inspections in
private developments, address infrastructure issues promptly, and maintain city maps using Geographical
Information Systems (GIS). Additionally, they provide as-built information on city utilities and buildings, de-
velop and monitor construction standards and specifications, and oversee traffic safety measures to ensure
the well-being of residents and visitors alike.
